NSWRL backs security guards at
Penrith junior games

Date: March 24, 2015

The NSW Rugby League [NSWRERL] has backed Penrith's plans to employ security guards at its jurior
matches.

Fairfax Media revealed on Sunday that the Penrith District Junior Rugby League will employ secunty
guards to watch over Svdney matches this season to ensure they aren't marred by violent and unruly
parents.

NSWEL chief operating officer Stuart Clark backed the move.

"If 1t's about ensuring the promotion and more participation in the game we're fully supportive of
that," Clark said. "It 15 1n our code of conduct which we've clearly set that every club can do what they
need to do to control the behaviour of crowds.

I'We need to decide this on a case-by-case basis. I it's going to help support junior league and Phil
Gould and the Penrith junior mugby league believe it's necessary, [then we support 1t]."

Under the NSWEL's code of conduct "each club must take positive steps to control the behaviour of
members of the public at a match” which includes hiring security guards and police and the potential

expulsion of anvone who fails to behave 1n an appropriate manner from membership of the club or
ban them from attending.
